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6. EVENT MANAGEMENT. OC Air Show, LLC. is the producer and management company for the 2010 OC Air Show
scheduled to take place in Ocean City, Maryland on June 5-6, 2010 and is the primary agent of the Event Management
team (hereinafter referred to as Event Management) responsible for the planning, execution and oversight of the 2010
OC Air Show (OCAS). The Town of Ocean City is a co-sponsor for OCAS and secondary agent of the Event Management
team (Event Management). Event Management reserves the right to render interpretations and to establish such further
rules and regulations it may deem necessary for the general success of OCAS. Event Management further reserves the
right to decline, prohibit or expel any User(s), which, in its sole judgment, is in poor taste or is out of character with, or
reflects poorly upon OCAS or is in violation of the terms of this contract or any applicable law, rule, or regulation.

7. LOCATION OF HOSPITALITY SPACE. OCAS will be held in Ocean City, Maryland as a “Beach front” event with view-
ing public observing the aerial portion of the event from the public beach or restricted Show Center viewing location.
Event Management reserves the right to make such modifications and changes to Hospitality Space assignments and to
the location of the hospitality space as may be necessary to adjust floor plans at any time to meet the needs of Event
Management, the Town of Ocean City, Users and exhibits. Event Management reserves the option, in the event of any
emergency or other circumstances beyond its reasonable control, to either substitute comparable hospitality space or
to refund the total cost paid hereunder.

8. CHALET SPACE EQUIPMENT AND SERVICE INFORMATION. The User agrees to be bound by the rules and regula-
tions as may be established from time to time by Event Management or as set forth herein, or otherwise, and to abide
by all applicable rules as set forth in the contracts of labor unions or public services whose jurisdiction apply at OCAS.
Event Management will furnish the User with the name(s) of an service contractor(s) prepared to furnish all services
customarily required within a reasonable time prior to the commencement of OCAS. Event Management assumes no
responsibility or liability for any services performed or materials delivered by such contractor(s).

9. INSTALLATION AND REMOVAL TIME. The specific times for installation and dismantling of Chalet hospitality space
shall be set forth in the separate documentation, subject to change at the discretion of Event Management. No other
times are allowed unless approved in writing by Event Management.

10. USE DATES. Chalets and the various Club seating are available during the public event days of June 5-6, 2010.
Actual usage date for User is established in Section 3 & 4 on the previous page. Event Management reserves the right to
change use hours and/or to change the number of days or dates of Hositality Space availability as it may seem desirable
or be required by the Town of Ocean City.

11. TICKET PUCHASE TERMS. BE ADVISED that the purchase and/or use of purchased of tickets shall constitute the
unconditional acceptance to be bound by any and all of the terms and conditions herein contained. The Ticket Purchaser
and/or holder of the ticket(s) (hereinafter referred to as “You™ or “Your” in this section; ticket is referred to as “Ticket”
unconditionally agrees that the Ticket is a revocable license (License) to attend the event (Event). You understand that
the Ticket cannot be replaced if lost, stolen or destroyed and You unconditionally accept the risk of loss and/or theft of
this Ticket. You understand that the resale of the Ticket at a price greater than face value is absolutely prohibited. You
understand that the Ticket is not redeemable for cash. You understand that the issuer of the Ticket reserves the right
to cancel, postpone, and/or change, the venue, the performer lineup, exhibit offerings, event or sub-event times, and/
or date of the event or sub-events and change, modify, add or remove any or all provisions herein contained in its sole
discretion at any time without prior notice or compensation to You. YOU UNCONDITIONALLY UNDERSTAND THAT ALL
TICKET SALES ARE FINAL, THERE WILL BE NO TICKET REFUNDS AND/OR TICKET EXCHANGES REGARDLESS
OF WEATHER. You understand that Your admission to the OC Air Show Show Center Viewing Area and/or Hospitality
Space for which the Ticket is issued, and Your use of the Ticket for the Event is further strictly contingent upon Your
complete awareness and understanding that Your presence at the Venue will constitute Your unconditional and complete
acceptance of all of the following: 1) You understand that Your use of the Ticket or other person’s use of the Ticket is
contingent upon Your voluntary assumption of all risk and danger incidental to your presence or your guest's presence
at the Event, whether occurring prior, during or after the Event and that it is Your, the User’s, responsibility to disclose
and inform guests or person a Ticket is gifted to of said terms as stated within this entire document; 3) You understand
that the Ticket is a revocable license, which is subject to revocation and/or denial of admission, without compensation for
any reason, including but not limited to, Your attempted or actual violation of any of the promoter’s or Venue rules, policy
or regulations and for any other action taken by You in violation of any local, state of federal law; 4) You understand that
any or all of the Parties may utilize Your image and/or Your likeness in connection with any broadcast, recording or other
reproduction of the Event and may be used for any purpose, including but not limited to commercial purposes without
any compensation to You; 5) You understand and agree that Your use of the Ticket is contingent upon Your uncondi-
tional and voluntary acceptance to be searched for the presence of drugs, weapons and/or other prohibited items prior
to Your admission to the Venue and/or at any time thereafter which shall lead to the immediate revocation of this License
and denial of admission to or immediate removal from the Event if any such items are found; 6) You understand that the
Parties, including but not limited to their management, employees, and agents, will not be held responsible, financially or
otherwise, for any items that are left, lost, stolen, destroyed, confiscated, damaged or misplaced anywhere in the Venue
regardless of fault or reason, so act accordingly; 7) You unconditionally agree to be bound by any and all of the terms
and conditions herein contained. and that they shall supersede and replace all prior contemporaneous understandings,
communications, and agreements, written or oral regarding such subject matter.

12. CANCELLATION. (A) In the event the User cancels all or part of the hospitality space contracted for hereunder,
the User shall pay to the Event Management a cancellation fee equal to all monies due as determined in Section 4. Any
cancellation fee is due at the time of cancellation. The cancellation fees described above are paid as liquidated damages
and not a penalty. User acknowledges that any cancellation will cause Event Management to sustain significant damages
that cannot be precisely ascertained at contract time.

(B) If the Hospitality Space is not occupied by the User by 11:30 am on the designated day, the User shall be deemed
to have canceled the Hospitality Space contracted for, and Event Management shall have the right to use such space as
it deems appropriate and the User shall pay to Event Management all amounts which would have been due, under the
terms of subsection (A) above as if the User had cancelled the contract as of such date.

(C) If the User fails to make full payment when due under the terms of the contract, Event Management may terminate
this contract and the User shall be responsible for payment to Event Management of all amounts which would have been
due Event Management, under the terms of subsection (A) above as if the User had canceled this contract as of the
date of such failure of payments. The User shall be responsible for payment of the Hospitality Space total rent whether
OCAS is canceled, delayed or relocated, in whole or in part as a result of a riot, strike, civil disorder, act of war, act of
God, or any other cause of any kind whatsoever not within Event Management's reasonable control. The User shall be
responsible for all collection costs and legal fees for any balance that is placed for collections.

13. USE OF SPACE. Event Management reserves the right to restrict, segregate or relocate User(s) which, because of
noise, method of operation, materials or any other reason, become objectionable. In the event of any such restriction or
removal, the User shall have no claim against Event Management based upon any such restriction or removal. If the User
utilizes music (for example, from tape, record, CDs, audio-visual presentations, live entertainment or radio speakers),

the User shall first obtain written permission from the owner for the use of that music as required by applicable laws.
User agrees to comply with any licensing requirements of SESAC, BMI (Broadcast Music, Inc.) and ASCAP (American
Society of Composers, Authors, and Publishers) relative to the use of copyrighted musical materials in connection with
its Exhibit. User agrees to reimburse Event Management for any and all claims, damages, or costs Including reasonable
attorney’s fees relative to User’s failure to obtain appropriate licensing for use of copyrighted musical materials in its
Exhibition.

14. TAXES AND LICENSES. The User of a Chalet shall be solely responsible for obtaining any licenses, permits or
approvals required under local or state law applicable to its activity at OCAS and for obtaining any tax identification
numbers and paying all taxes, license frees or other charges that shall become due to any governmental authority in
connection therewith.

15. HOSPITALITY SPACE SAFETY. The User of a Chalet hereby represents and warrants to Event Management that
the User has taken steps reasonably necessary to ensure the proper safety of their Hospitality Space and guests itself
The User accepts sole responsibility for any personal injury or property damage that may result directly or indirectly
from use of the designated Chalet. The User hereby agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Event Management and
others lawfully present at OCAS from and against any claim, loss, liability or damage suffered as a result of the User's
occupancy, actions and use and/or guests occupancy, actions and use of the Chalet, and the User further represents
and warrants that it has obtained adequate insurance to cover its potential liability hereunder. The User will furnish
Event Management with insurance certificates evidencing the coverage described herein upon request prior to, during
or following completion of OCAS.

16. LIMITATION OF EVENT MANAGEMENT’S LIABILITY. Neither Event Management, nor any of its affiliates, agents
or representatives shall have any liability whatsoever to the User for any loss, expense or damage to the User, its guests,
invitees or any of their property, relating to or arising out of the acts of any participant, visitor or other invitee of Event
Management, other than for Event Management's failure to perform its obligations hereunder. Under no circumstances
shall Event Management have any liability for lost profits or other special, incidental or consequential damages and Event
Management's total liability hereunder shall in no case exceed the amount of the total rent actually received by Event
Management from the User. Event Management makes no representations or warranties with respect to the nature or
volume of User sales, exposure or attendees and shall have no responsibilities or liability thereto. Event Management
shall have no liability for any failure to perform its obligations hereunder where such failure to perform
is due to any weather, riot, strike, civil disorder, act of war, act of God, or any other cause of any kind
whatsoever not within Event Management’s reasonable control.

17. INDEMNITY. The User, on behalf of itself, its employees, and agents, hereby agrees to indemnify and hold harm-
less Event Management, their affiliates, contractors and any of the officers directors, employees or agents from and
against any and all loss, expense actions, claims, and damages, including, without limitation, reasonable attorney’s fees,
arising out of or caused by the User's occupancy of use of the Chalet and Exhibition premises or any part thereof or
as otherwise caused by the User, its agents, representatives, invitees or guests and including any acts or omissions of
others (including the performers, exhibitors, attendees, the Town of Ocean City or its staff and contractors, the promoter
and any other person or party); 2) You agree to indemnify, save and hold harmless OC Air Show, LLC., the Town of
Ocean City, B. Lilley, Inc., their affiliates, contractors and any of the officers directors, employees or agents (all of whom
together are herein referred to as the Parties) from and against any and all loss, injuries, demands, expense actions,
claims, and damages, including, without limitation, reasonable attorney’s fees

18. SECURITY AND PROPERTY INSURANCE. Event Management shall provide roving security during the hours of
event operations at Show Center and the Inlet Parking Lot. However, the User is solely responsible for the security of
its own materials and the User undertakes to obtain appropriate casualty insurance covering the same. All property
of a User is understood to remain in its sole care, custody, and control in transit to or from and within the confines of
the exhibit venue. The User agrees to waive all rights of sub rogation against Event Management, its officers, directors
and employees.

19. LIABILITY INSURANCE. The User shall obtain, at its own expense, adequate insurance, but in no event less than
$1million of comprehensive general liability insurance, including the so-called “broad form endorsement”. Such insur-
ance shall name OC Air Show, LLC., the Town of Ocean City, Maryland, B. Lilley, Inc., their affiliates, contractors and any
of the officers directors, employees or agents as additional insured. The User shall furnish, upon request, at or prior to
OCAS, certificate of insurance evidencing said coverage.

20. CARE OF BUILDING AND EQUIPMENT. Neither the User nor its representative or agents, shall injure or deface the
associated structure(s), furnishings or surrounding natural environment of the hosting venue(s), the Hospitality Spaces,
or the equipment and furnishings in the Hospitality Spaces. Al materials brought in and used by the User shall comply
in all respects with all applicable laws, rules and regulations respecting fire safety and electrical equipment. Combustible
materials or explosives are not permitted. The User shall also comply with all reasonable requests of officials, employees
and appointed contractors of the exhibit venue and Event Management with respect to the modification within, manage-
ment, conduct and tearout associated with the chalet.

21. MISCELLANEOUS. This contract contains the entire understanding of the parties with respect to the subject matter
hereof and there are no other agreements, understandings, representations or warranties except as expressly set forth
herein. This contract cannot be assigned, transferred, or sold by an User. The rights of Event Management under this
contract shall not be deemed waived except as specifically stated in writing signed by an authorized officer of Event Man-
agement. This contract and the rights of the parties hereunder shall be governed by and construed in accordance with
the laws of the State of Florida without regard to Florida’s choice of law rules. Any action brought to enforce the terms
of this contract may be brought only in a court having a situs within the State of Florida and the User hereby expressly
consents to the impersonal jurisdiction of any such court. Event Management may, however, elect to enforce its rights in
any proper jurisdiction. Event Management shall be entitled to recover the costs, including reasonable attorney’s fees
and/or collection fees, in any action brought to enforce this contract or its rights hereunder. Event Management shall also
be entitled to recover all accrued finance charges through the date of payment of the full amount of this contract.
